Partnership Boards were set up to bring together all the relevant local agencies and stakeholders, and to give a voice to people with learning disabilities and their family carers. 
The purpose of the Learning Disability Partnership Board is to oversee the interagency planning and commissioning of comprehensive, integrated and inclusive services that provide a genuine choice of service options to people in their local community.

Staffordshire’s LDPB is chaired by a Carer and consists of 38 members. We achieve our aims through our membership which is made up of:

· People with learning disabilities and support workers

· Representatives of family carers from the Countywide Carers Board

· Commissioning Managers from the Joint Commissioning Unit, Staffordshire
· Partnership Board and Commissioning Officer
· 2 representatives from the Hospital Trusts

· Combined Healthcare NHS Trust

· South Staffordshire and Shropshire Healthcare NHS Foundation Trust

· Representative from Children and Lifelong Learning Directorate

· Representative from Mencap
· Representative from Asist
· Representative from Job Centre Plus 
· Representative from each District

· Representative from third sector (ELITE, Landau)
Co-opted members may be invited to particular meetings.

The Learning Disability Partnership Board meets on a quarterly basis. As well as a business meeting, a representative from each of the nine self advocacy groups runs a workshop on a specific topic that affects them.
The structure of the LDPB is below. The LDPB reports into the Adult Care Board and challenges them on issues that need to be tackled at a higher level.
